roots to 1959 and the formation of the North Carolina Coin Clubs 
Association. The founding members sought to create an 
organization that could promote the numismatic hobby in North 
Carolina by enabling an open exchange of knowledge among 
established local coin clubs, helping to form new clubs where 
needed and offering membership to individuals with an interest in 
numismatics but without access to a local club.
